What should Christians understand of the Trinity? How does the
doctrine of the Trinity affect the lives and prayer of Christians? What
should a sermon on the Trinity sound like? Professor Ayres's lecture
will explore ways in which Christians place the Trinity at the heart of

their faith even without knowing it, and explores what should be at the
heart of the church's Trinitarian preaching.

Ambassador to the Holy See Re -ignites
Ancient links with Theology in Durham

The UK Ambassador to the Holy See visited the No#ast in April to talk about religion and
politics. His Excellency Francis Campbell, the first Roman Catholic to hold the post since the
Reformation, was in Durham City at the invi
Studies.Mr Campbell, a former policy advisor and private secretary to Tony Blair, began his visit
by presenting a paper on the place of religion in foreign pofitjunch he attended Mass at the
Catholic Chaplaincy, followed by a meeting with staff, students, and associates of the Centre for
Catholic StudiesMid-afternoon he met with staff and students of the Department of Theology
and Religion and presented a second paper, this time to the Durham Catholic Theology
Research Seminar on 'The Catholic Church and the World: A View from the Foreign and
Commonwealth Office'.

The lecture was attended by

the newly ordained Bishop
Seamus Cunningham, the 13th
Bishop of Hexham and New-
castle, and Bishop Tom Wright
(Anglican, Durham)In the
evening the Vice Chancellor
Prof. Chris Higgins, hosted a
dinner at his private residence.
One particularly lovely part of
the day was when the
Ambassador and Bishop
Seamus were able to celebrate
Evensong at the Cathedral,
accompanied by Rev. John
Marsland, President of Ushaw
College, Mrs Kathleen Smith,
HE Francis Campbell and the Centre for Catholic Stugigmncial Secretary to the
Diocese of Hexham &
Newcastle, and Rev. Anthony
Currer, Catholic Chaplain to
Durham University.Bishop
Seamus, who had been
ordained the previous week on
the Feast of Saint Cuthbert,

was delighted to be able to
dedicate his ministry in the
shrine of Saint CuthbertFor

his own part, Francis Campbell
was overjoyed to discover that
two of his predecessors as
English Ambassadors to the
Holy See are cited amongst the

Bainbridge (150D8). Indeed, in the former regard, John Sherwood counts as the first formal
English Ambassador to anywhere in the world.
